INFORMATION SHEET FOR APPLICATIONS FOR RESEARCH GRANTS
1. Thank you for your interest in the AstraZeneca Respiratory Fellowship for Research.  Please read this information sheet before completing the application form.  

2. The total value of the fellowship that will be awarded in 2011 is R80 000, but depending on the quality of applications it might be awarded in 2 or more smaller amounts.

3. Eligibility:  The AstraZeneca Respiratory Fellowship is intended primarily to provide the opportunity for members of the SA Thoracic Society to undertake research projects in pulmonology in South Africa. Applicants must be SATS members, SA citizens or permanent residents, must have completed specialist qualifications in internal medicine or paediatrics and be registered as specialists in one of these disciplines with the Health Professionals Council of South Africa (HPCSA).

4. Applicants are required to provide a full curriculum vitae and their applications should be supported by the Head of their current institution (Head of Department of Medicine or Paediatrics or the relevant institutional Head).

5. Applications will be considered for research projects relating to pulmonology, whether basic or applied, but conventional drug trials will not be acceptable.  All research projects undertaken by the Fellow must be approved by the Ethics Committee of the host institution.  The Research Fellow is required to undertake his/her research in accordance with the proposal presented, and in the designated institution.  Failure to comply with this requirement will result in discontinuation of the payments and liability for full repayment of the Fellowship to the Sponsor.

6. Applicants are required to provide personal details and a sufficiently detailed outline of the proposed research project and a budget to enable the Selection Committee to assess the candidate’s ability to develop a research protocol and feasibility of the merits of the project.

7. The AstraZeneca Fellow will be required to give a written undertaking that he/she will remain and work in an academic unit or satellite unit to an academic unit in South Africa for at least one year after completing his/her Fellowship.

8. All presentations and publications arising from work performed while the holder is supported by the Fellowship must contain an acknowledgement that the Fellowship was made available by AstraZeneca in conjunction with the South African Thoracic Society.

9. The AstraZeneca Fellow will be required to provide a yearly written progress report on his/her research to the Secretary of the South African Thoracic Society for consideration by the Chairman of the Selection Committee.  This must include copies of all publications and abstracts presented at congresses.
