SATS BEST PUBLICATION AWARDS FOR 2011
The South African Thoracic Society makes awards at each congress for the best publications of original work published in the previous calendar year.  The award is made for the best original research conducted by a member of the South African Thoracic Society published in a peer-reviewed journal. If the award is made to research conducted outside of South Africa, then a second is awarded for the best original research done in South Africa and published in a peer-reviewed journal. In the event that the overall best publication is based on research conducted in South Africa then a single award of R10 000 will be made.  The best publication/s will be adjudicated by a panel of senior researchers / pulmonologists.

Applications are invited from members of the Society for publications published in the period January 2010 to December 2010. Only published papers (not those still in press) will be accepted. The publication can either be published in print or electronically provided they are in reputable peer-reviewed journals. An electronically published paper submitted in one year cannot be resubmitted as a printed paper on another year. The article must contain original work and thus review articles are not eligible. The applicant should be the first author or a major contributor to the work. In the event that the applicant is not the first author, a letter from the main author or the study team leader testifying that the applicant has made a major contribution to the work is mandatory.
The value of the award in each category is R10 000
